* Student must hold a 3.0 cumulative GPA and have an ACT score of 22 or higher

* Seeking graduating seniors with a record of volunteerism in the community in non-school 
sponsored activities and participation in extracurricular school activities.

* Applicants must plan to attend a two (2)-year community college or four (4)-year college or 
university.

* Scholarship funds will be paid during the month of June 2024—directly to the college, not the 
student. The scholarship funds will be issued to the college or university upon receiving a 
certificate of enrollment for the fall semester, which includes the Student ID number and 
Financial Aid Office address.

* Applications must be received by March 18, 2023.  Late applications will not be accepted.
